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Water Cascade W

As part of the Summer Co-Curricular Week programme, one
group was challenged to complete an environmental project
around school.

The photo shows the outcome of this challenge - a Water
Cascade.

The Water Cascade is made up of 5 x 200 litre recycled
containers that are linked with pipes. The water is fed
into the top of the first one from the B Block roof. As each
container overflows it fills the next one down and so on.

This gives the school a permanently refreshing 1000 litres
of water that can be used in a natural disaster or drought
conditions etc. Primarily it is to model how it is possible to
store fresh water at minimal cost.
